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The Cathedral Says Yes! to Kids 

The Cathedral said Yes! to Kids  by offering generous support to 
the Anglican Foundationõs spring Say Yes! to Kids  campaign. In-
deed, the St. Catherineõs Group took a front runner role in the 
early days of the campaign with a leadership gift of $500 that, 
combined with a $1,000 gift from the Anglican Church Women 
Diocesan Board, inspired giving within our diocese and beyond. 
Many Cathedral members and the Cathedral Congregational 
Council gave generous support to Say Yes! to Kids, with the re-
sult that our diocese had one of the top 5 fundraising teams, ex-
ceeding our $5,000 goal. Huge thanks are extended to the Cathe-
dral for its diocesan leadership role in support of this timely 
campaign.  

Timely is the word, as it was unclear whether there would be 
many proposals submitted to take advantage of the $110,000 
raised nationally, $10,000 over goal, with the idea of funding a 
creative, compassionate response to youth in a post pandemic 
world. Well, the answer was clear at the end of October 1, as 
over 80 applications, totaling more than $500,000, flooded into 
the Anglican Foundation of Canada by that deadline date. The 
scope of these proposals in geographic and social impact breadth 
was unprecedented and beyond expectation. As the Foundationõs 
Executive Director, Dr. Scott Brubacher, noted: òAnglican      
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Foundation supporters embraced Say Yes! to 
Kids  with a spirit of generosity last spring 
and applicants responded to that generosity 
with a spirit of innovation and creativity this 
fall.ó With this great opportunity for inspired 
missional ministry benefitting kids and youth 
came a big challenge: how to fund these many 
proposals that, almost to an application, met 
the criteria? There was an obvious significant 
funding shortfall!  

With several key leadership gifts and a fur-
ther outreach to traditional and new Founda-
tion supporters, the funding shortfall was nar-
rowed considerably, and, by mid -November, 
AFC was able to fund 79 Requests-for -
Proposals for a total of $468,345, with our dio-
cese leading by a wide margin of 10 proposals, 
for a total of $61,650 in the following social 
impact categories: Resilience & Mental 
Health, Arts & Music, Capacity Building & 
Youth  Ministry, Outdoor Recreation , and 
Indigenous Reconciliation . This is a very 
big òYesó to Kids. The Cathedral and our Dio-
cese really exemplified the generosity, innova-
tion, and creativity of the Say Yes! to Kids  
initiative  noted by Brubacher.  

To get a sense of the grants that have been 
funded by the Foundation this fall, with par-
ticular attention to the Say Yes! to Kids  pro-
posals, all submitted with a letter of support 
from Bishop Sandra, take advantage of the fol-

The Foundation could see, and, indeed, com-
mented on, the underpinning of the Marks of 
Mission in our Dioceseõs grant proposals ð this 
underpinning was both implicit and explicit. 
Archbishop Linda Nicholls, Primate of the An-
glican Church of Canada, notes that ò. . . the 
entire [Anglican Foundation] Board feels so en-

ergized by our capacity to fund these innova-
tive, missional projects and to support Canadi-
an Anglicans in their vision for an engaged, 
compassionate church. There are creative, vi-
sionary projects from across the country here 
and we are praying for all of them.ó It is true 
that behind every approved grant is a gener-
ous gift able to make a positive difference. 
Thank you to the Cathedral for its many gen-
erous gifts to Say Yes! to Kids.

You may recall (pre -pandemic) in the fall of 
2019, the Cathedral, through Council, engaged 
in a series of information gathering and vision-
ing sessions (Vision 2020) to chart a course for 
our future growth.  The vision identified the 
Cathedralõs ongoing need for maintenance and 
restoration of the physical plant ( Mortar), the 
role of Music as a hallmark of our community, 
and the need to continue and grow a vibrant 
Ministry both within the Cathedral and in re-
lationship with the wider community around 
us.  These three òMõsó would be further sup-
ported through a financial campaign to enable 
and enhance their growth and expansion.  

The Annual Meeting, 2020, where this initiative 
would have been presented and endorsed, was 
put on hold as the pandemic shutdown all our 
gatherings.

We quickly real-
ized that the changes brought on by the pan-
demic were ushering in a new way of being 
and doing, and shifting our priorities.  No long-
er were we dealing with simply supporting or 
enhancing existing structures, we were facing 
a critical moment of change and transfor-
mation.  As the pandemic has continued into a 
second year, our need to be equipped to transi-
tion into a post -pandemic world has been mag-
nified.   This put in place a strategic plan we 
call òRising Upó.  This plan identifies three key 
areas of focus; Worship and Faith Formation, 
Outreach, and Building for the Future.  We 
also realized the Cathedral would require addi-
tional capacity and skills to begin to realize 
our mission and vision, and committed to hire 
an Engagement Leader to oversee: 

¶ Communications, including but not limited 
to social media 

¶ Digital transformation  

¶ Fundraising 

¶ Volunteer Support  

After a 3 -month search, we are pleased to an-
nounce that we have confirmed a person for 
this critical and ambitious position of Engage-
ment Leader.  Ms. Gillian Doucet Campbell, cur-
rently serving in the capacity of Director of 
Stewardship and Development, in the Anglican 
Diocese of Niagara, will be joining us in March.  
She brings a wealth of experience and energy 
to this position, and we look forward to her 
leadership as we indeed Rise Up  to a new fu-
ture.
